To: St. Francis Parents

Due to the recent outbreak of Head Lice at school we’ve been compiling information for
your use. Please read the following carefully and hopefully we can keep this under
control and get it “out of our hair” soon.

It is recommended by the Washington County Health Department that students
DO NOT come back to school until ALL nits are gone. And that is the policy at
St. Francis School also. ,

Over the counter shampoos/treatments are available anywhere and should be used
as soon as it is determined the student has head lice. If you aren’t sure of what to
use, call your pharmacist or physician for names of products.

Surrounding areas such as bedding, furniture, cars, etc, should be washed, sprayed
or vacuumed. All bedding and clothing need to be washed in HOT water. If you
bag stuffed toys, clothing and misc. items, it is suggested they be contained for up
to 3 weeks.

If you have any questions or concerns Washington County Health Department
(503-846-3594) is available to answer your questions anytime.

Most important...... this-will take time and patience. The staff is doing their best
to maintain a clean environment and to check students as often as possible, but
there are only so many of us. Parents are asked to do their part and check students
before they come to school.

We ask that students receive treatment for 24 hours before returning to school.
Please check in at the school office before returning to the classroom.
